Hawthorne/Hyacinth Avenue NE Corridor Safety Project  
 
 
Project Description: Construct Hawthorne Avenue NE and Hyacinth Avenue NE to Minor Arterial street 

standards with center turn lanes, proper travel lane widths, bicycle lanes, curbs, 
gutters, sidewalks, drainage, streetlights, and landscaping, as needed.  
Reconstruct bridge over Claggett Creek.  Improve pedestrian safety and 
crossings to access nearby Hallman Elementary School.  Project to include 
modifications to existing traffic signals as needed at intersections with Portland 
Road NE and Silverton Road NE, as well as other project modifications as 
needed. 

 
Background:  Hawthorne Avenue NE is classified as a Major Arterial street and carries 

approximately 10,000 vehicles per day.
