' Staff Response: The applicant submitted a traffic analysis which
' provided the factual basis to conclude the proposal will
not significantly impact the function or capacity the
transportation system. It was determined by the
analysis that a limitation on the number of trips being
generated by future uses be allowed a maximum of
429 Average Daily Trips.

6. Decision: The Planning Commission Granted the requested
comprehensive plan change/zone change. A condition
of approval was added capping the number of trips
generated for future uses to a maximum 429 Average
Daily Trips.

7. Basis of Decision: Based upon the Facts and Findings as provided by
staff and the information provided at the public hearing,
the Planning Commission granted the Comprehensive
Plan Changef/Zone Change. The Planning
Commission based their decision on the following
criteria: the character of the area, accommodation of
Statewide planning goals, logical and harmonious with
the current land use, conforms with the applicable
goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan, and
benefits the public.
