Chris,
Thank you for speaking with me on the phone today.

To recap, Salem is forming a downtown economic improvement district that will require assessment of
most downtown properties at the rate of $0.07 per square foot of non-residential improvements and
$0.02 per square foot for unimproved lots. Wells Fargo has already received written notice of the
proposed assessment of $1,732.64 for the improved parcel fronting State Street in downtown Salem.
This notice was sent to the address on record with the Marion County Assessor's office. We have

- received no indication that Wells Fargo opposes this assessment.

Unfortunately, we originally failed o assess the adjacent unimproved parcel that Wells Fargo owns and
uses as a parking lot. The assessment for this lot would be no more than $495.04. Although the public
hearing period has closed, you may be entitled to 30 days' notice before the assessments can be
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finalized, since you are hearing about this unimproved parcel for the first time.

In our conversation, you indicated that Wells Fargo would be willing to waive the notice period for this
parcel. Could you confirm by replying to this e-mail?

If there is any further clarification or data that | can provide, just let me know. Your cooperation in this
matter is greatly appreciated. Thanks!
