


CITY COUNCIL E2

The Salem City Council consists of eight councilors representing eight specific wards and a mayor
elected at large.  They serve without pay.  The councilors are elected for four-year terms (half the
terms expire in even-numbered years and the other half in odd-numbered years).  The mayor is
elected every two years.

CITY COUNCIL MEETINGS
Note:  The following information is a summary of the City Council Rules. You can view the Council
Rules in their entirety at www.cityofsalem.net/~slegal/rules.htm or request a copy from the
Department of Community Services, Neighborhood Services section, 503-588-6261.

Rule 4(a):
Regular Council Meetings. The Council shall hold three regular meetings per month,
provided, however, that the Presiding Officer, or Council by majority vote, may cancel not
more than one meeting during any given month. All meetings shall be evening meetings, to be
held on the first, second and fourth Monday of each month. Meetings shall be called to order
at 6:30 p.m., and shall adjourn no later than 10:00 p.m. In the event a regularly scheduled
meeting falls on an official holiday, the meeting shall be held at the same hour on the next
following day which is not a holiday. 

  
Guided by Oregon’s Public Meeting Law, all meetings of the City Council are open to the public.
The Council may call an executive session for discussion purposes which is closed to the public but,
upon condition, may be attended by the press.  An executive session may include matters of
negotiation, personnel, litigation, or real estate transactions.

Copies of the agenda for Council meetings are available by the Friday before the meeting at the City

Order of Business
Rule 5(a) (Note that Rule 5(a) is directly quoted throughout this section.  Other rules and information
are contained in [brackets].):

Order of Business:  The order of business for all regular meetings of the Council shall be as
follows, provided, however that when it appears to be in the best interest of the public, the order
of business may be changed for any single meeting by two-thirds vote: 

1. Opening Exercises (includes call to order, roll call, pledge of allegiance,
announcements, proclamations) 

2. Reports of Boards, Commissions, and Committees
[This is the time at the beginning of the Council agenda when representatives of City
Boards or Commissions and Committees may comment on any item of City business
except public hearings, deliberations, and the merits of land use issues that are
reviewable by Council at public hearings.  Each person’s comments will be limited to
three minutes.  In order to be included in this time of testimony, you must sign in prior
to the meeting on the form titled “Boards/Commissions”.  Remember, you should only
speak during this time if you are presenting an official City of Salem Advisory Board,
Commission, or Committee decision.]
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3. Public Comment (agenda items) 
Up to 30 minutes is available for persons other than City Boards, Commissions and
Committee representatives to comment on specific agenda items other than public
hearings, deliberations and the merits of land use issues that are reviewable by Council
at public hearings.  Neighborhood associations can comment at this time.  Each person’s
comments will be limited to three minutes.  Comments on communications will be
heard last.

[Rule 15: 
(a) Two periods for public comment will be reserved for every regular meeting of the
Council. Each period shall not exceed a maximum of thirty minutes, unless a majority
of Councilors present vote to extend the time. Subject to the limitations contained in
subsection (e) of this section, the first period for public comment shall be limited to
items placed on the agenda, and the second period of public comment shall be used to
comment on any issue of City business, other than agenda items. 

(b) Persons wishing to speak during public comment must sign the "Speaker’s Roster"
with the person’s name and address and the topic upon which the person wishes to
speak, not later than the end of the opening exercises. The Presiding Officer shall
inform the audience of the requirement to sign up to speak immediately after the pledge
of allegiance. 

(c) Members of the public may speak about any topic during the last period for public
comment, except as provided in subsection (d) of this rule. 

(d) If a member of the public wishes to speak on an item that is scheduled for a public
hearing at that same meeting, the speaker shall wait until that public hearing. Public
comment shall not be used to testify about a quasi-judicial land use matter, to testify on
an item that is not a public matter, to testify on a matter which has been or is scheduled
to be heard by a hearings official, or to provide or gather additional testimony or
information on any matter after the official record has been closed on any matter which
has been the subject of a public hearing. 

(e) Speakers are limited to three minutes. Generally, the speakers will be called upon
in the order in which they have signed in on the Speaker’s Roster. No persons will be
allowed to sign the Speaker’s Roster after the period for public comment has started.

(f) Should there be more speakers than can be heard for three minutes each during either
of the thirty minute periods provided for public comment, the Presiding Officer shall
sort the requests to speak in order to afford the greatest opportunity for each topic to be
heard. 

(g) Councilors may, after obtaining the floor, ask questions of speakers during public
comment. Councilors shall use restraint when exercising this option, and shall attempt
to limit questioning to no more than three minutes. The Presiding Officer may intervene
if a Councilor is violating the spirit of this guideline.] 
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4. Consent Calendar (includes minutes and action items with resolutions) 
[Rule 5(g): 

Consent Calendar. In order to expedite the Council’s business, the approval of
minutes, and other routine agenda items shall be placed on the Consent Calendar. All
items on the Consent Calendar will be approved by a single motion, unless the item is
pulled for further consideration. Any item on the Consent Calendar may be removed for
separate consideration by any member of the Council. For the purposes of this rule,
separate consideration means any proposal to adopt a different course of action than that
recommended in the staff report, or a determination that debate on a proposed course
of action is deemed desirable, any questions to staff on any item, and any item where
a Councilor must declare a conflict of interest.] 

5. Special Orders of Business (includes consideration of items deferred from the consent
calendar and any action item which requires a selection among options, or consideration
of matters of special importance to the Council) 

6. Unfinished Business (any business held over from a previous meeting, other than
public hearings and ordinances, which are placed under public hearings and ordinances)

 
7. Public Hearings (includes deliberations, and deliberations from hearings held over

from previous meetings) 
[Rule 16(a): “A public hearing may be held on any matter upon majority vote of the
Council.  Public hearings shall occur only at regular evening meetings.

6Note: Depending on the circumstances, scheduling the date of a public hearing is up
to the City Manager or the City Council.>

Rule 5(i): “Public hearings shall commence no later than 7:30 p.m., and any pending order
of business shall be deferred until such time as the hearings have concluded. Unless
otherwise required by law or Council motion, public hearings shall be scheduled by the City
Manager, and may be rescheduled without further action by the Council.”
Rule 16(b): “Persons wishing to speak shall sign the ‘Hearing Roster’ with the person’s
name and address prior to the commencement of the public hearing at which the person
wishes to speak. The Presiding Officer shall inform the audience of this requirement to sign
up at the beginning of the meeting and immediately prior to the commencement of a public
hearing.”
Rule 16(d),(e),(f): 

(d) Each person shall, prior to giving testimony, give his or her name and address. All
remarks shall be addressed to the Council as a body and not to any member thereof. 
(e) Except as otherwise provided in these rules, speakers will be limited to three
minutes. Councilors may, after recognition by the Presiding Officer, ask clarifying or
follow up questions of individuals providing testimony after that individual has
completed his or her testimony. Questions posed by City Councilors should be to
provide clarification or additional information on testimony provided. Questions should
not be used as an attempt to lengthen or expand the testimony of the individual.
Councilors shall be expected to use restraint and be considerate of the meeting time of
the Council when exercising this option. The Presiding Officer may intervene if a
Councilor is violating the spirit of this guideline. At the end of the Public Hearing, each
member of the Council has the opportunity to comment on or discuss testimony given
during the Public Hearing. 

(f) The Presiding Officer may exclude or limit cumulative, repetitious, or immaterial
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matter. The Presiding Officer may order the testimony, alternating those speaking in
favor and those in opposition, or having all speaking in favor testifying, followed by all
those in opposition. The Presiding Officer, with the approval of Council, may further
limit the time and/or number of speakers at any public hearing; provided that the
Presiding Officer shall announce any such restrictions prior to the commencement of
the testimony. In the event of large numbers of interested persons appearing to testify,
the Presiding Officer, to expedite the hearing, may in lieu of testimony call for those in
favor of the pending proposal or those in opposition to rise and direct the Clerk of the
Council to note the numbers in the minutes.] 

Note: Other rules apply to Conduct of Hearings on Land Use Matters, see “Public Hearings
on Land Use Matters,” below, for details.

8. Ordinances 

[Rule 20: (c)(1): “An ordinance is introduced for consideration by the Council by
presentation for first reading. After introduction, the Council may direct that a public
hearing on the ordinance be held, refer the ordinance to committee for review and
recommendation, refer the ordinance to the City Manager for further revision, pass the
ordinance to second reading, or reject the ordinance in whole or in part.” 

Rule 20(d),(e),(f): 
(d) No second reading of any ordinance shall occur at the meeting where it is
introduced, except by suspension of this rule, and no ordinance shall be passed at a
single meeting, except by unanimous vote for passage by all Councilors present. 

(e) An affirmative vote of at least five members of the Council shall be necessary to
pass an ordinance. 

(f) When an ordinance is rejected by the Council, and is not reconsidered as provided
by these rules, neither the ordinance, nor any other ordinance which contains
substantially the same provisions, shall be considered by the Council for a period of not
less than six months, unless at least five members of the Council petition for earlier
consideration.]

9.  Management Reports 

10. Public Comment (other than agenda items) 
 Rule 15(a) “ . . .the second period of public comment shall be used to comment on any

issue of City business, other than agenda items.”

Rule 15 (c) Members of the public may speak about any topic during the last period for
public comment, except as provided in subsection (d) of this rule. 
(d) If a member of the public wishes to speak on an item that is scheduled for a public
hearing at that same meeting, the speaker shall wait until that public hearing. Public
comment shall not be used to testify about a quasi-judicial land use matter, to testify on
an item that is not a public matter, to testify on a matter which has been or is scheduled
to be heard by a hearings official, or to provide or gather additional testimony or
information on any matter after the official record has been closed on any matter which
has been the subject of a public hearing. 
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11. New Business (includes Mayor and Councilor items) 

12. Adjournment

Public Hearings on Land Use Matters
Special Rules apply to the conduct of hearings on land use matters.  Council Rule 19 addresses this.

Rule 19(a): 
General Conduct of Hearings:  
(1) Any party may speak in person, through an attorney, or elect to have a representative
from an officially recognized neighborhood association present the party's case. 

(2) A copy of any written testimony or physical evidence which a party desires to have
introduced into the record at the time of hearing shall be submitted to the City Recorder at
the time the party makes his or her presentation. If the testimony or evidence is not
submitted to the City Recorder, it shall not be included in the record for the proceeding. 

(3) No person may speak more than once without obtaining permission from the Presiding
Officer. 

(4) Upon being recognized by the Presiding Officer, any member of the Council, the City
Manager, City staff or the City Attorney may question any person who testifies. 

(5) Testimony shall be directed towards the applicable standards and criteria which apply
to the proposal. [Note: Applicable standards and criteria are listed on the land use notices
and staff reports which accompany the proposal.]

(6) The Presiding Officer may exclude or limit cumulative, repetitious, or immaterial
testimony. To expedite hearings, the Presiding Officer may call for those in favor and those
in opposition to rise, and the City Recorder shall note the numbers of such persons for the
record in the minutes.” 

Rule 19(b) addresses many other issues of land use hearings, including scope of review, conflicts of
interest, burden of proof, order of hearings, applicable criteria, continuances, and more.  It is a good
idea to be familiar with this if you are planning to be involved in a land use hearing before City
Council.  

Order of Land Use Hearings
Rule 19(b) and (c) address order and conduct of quasi-judicial and legislative land use hearings.  In
general, legislative land use decisions involve the creation of policies or regulations; quasi-judicial
land use decisions involve the application of policies or regulations to a specific situation or piece
of land.

A.  Quasi-Judicial Hearings

1.  De Novo Hearings 
One type of quasi-judicial hearing is de novo, where, “new evidence and argument are
permitted by any party, and any issue may be raised, even if not raised before the hearings
body.”  (Rule 19(b)(4)(E)(i))
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The presentation of a quasi-judicial de novo hearing is outlined in Rule 19(b)(4)(E)(i):
(a) Proponent's case. (10 minutes total). 
(b) Persons in favor. (3 minutes per person). 
(c) Neighborhood Associations. Appearance by a representative from any officially
recognized neighborhood association which includes the affected area to present the
association's position on the proposal. (5 minutes total). 
(d) Appellant’s case (if the Appellant is other than the Proponent). (10 minutes total).
(e) Persons opposed. (3 minutes per person). 
(f) Other interested persons. (3 minutes per person). 
(g) Rebuttal and Surrebuttal. (3 minutes). Rebuttal may be presented by the proponent.
The scope of rebuttal is limited to matters which were introduced during the hearing.
If new evidence is submitted by the proponent during rebuttal, the appellant shall have
the opportunity for surrebuttal.”

2.  Hearings on the Record
In a quasi-judicial hearing which is “on the record,” argument is “limited to the evidence
and testimony included in the record before the hearings body.” (Rule 19(b)(4)(E)(ii))  This
means that no new evidence can be submitted at this hearing, but the Council will simply
re-consider the evidence that has already been presented and compiled from previous
hearings on the case.  The presentation of a quasi-judicial hearing on the record is outlined
in Council Rule 19(b)(4)(E)(ii):

(a) Proponent's argument. (10 minutes total). 
(b) Appellant's argument (if the Appellant is other than the Proponent). (10 minutes
total). 
(c) Rebuttal. Rebuttal shall be limited to issues raised by the Proponent's argument. (3
minutes).

(3) Reopened Hearings, Continuances, and Holding the Record Open
There are special circumstances outlined in Rule 19(b)(6) and (7) where a quasi-judicial
hearing (whether de-novo or on the record) may be re-opened, continued, or the record may
be held open or re-opened.  

a. Reopened Hearing: (Rule 19(b)(6)) “The hearing may be re-opened by the Council, upon
majority vote, prior to decision, to receive additional testimony, evidence or argument. . .”

b. Continuances: Rule 19(b)(7)(i)(a) and (b): 
(a)  If the Council grants a continuance, the hearing shall be continued to a time certain
at least seven days after the date of the hearing.  The continued hearing shall provide
an opportunity for persons to present and rebut new evidence, arguments and testimony.

(b)  If new written evidence is submitted at the continued hearing, any person may
request, prior to the conclusion of the continued hearing, that the record be left open for
at least seven days to submit additional written evidence, arguments or testimony for
the purpose of responding to the new written evidence.

a. Holding the Record Open: If Council holds the record open, new written testimony will be
accepted for a certain period of time, at least seven days, but there will be no further

opportunity for verbal testimony, unless the record is later reopened.  (Rule 19(b)(7)(B)(ii))

d. Reopening the Record: Rule 19(b)(7)(B)(iii):  
(a)If the record is reopened, any person may submit additional evidence, arguments or
testimony to respond to the new evidence or new testimony submitted during the period
the record was left open, or raise new issues or make new arguments which relate to the
new evidence, new arguments or new testimony.  Notice of the reopened record shall
be provided to any person who presented evidence or testimony in the proceedings prior
to the date the record was reopened.
(b)  The order of proceedings when the record is reopened shall be as follows:

(I)   Persons in favor.  (3 minutes per person).
(II)   Persons opposed.  (3 minutes per person).
(III)  Proponent’s rebuttal.  (5 minutes).

B.  Legislative Land Use Hearings
Rules pertaining to legislative land use hearings are in Rule 19(c), which is quoted in its
entirety below:

Conduct of Hearings on Legislative Land Use Matters
(1)  Hearings Procedure.  The order of proceedings for hearings on legislative land use
matters shall be:

(A) Call for abstentions.  Inquire whether any member of the Council wishes to abstain
from participation in the hearing. Any Councilor announcing an abstention shall
identify the reason therefor and shall not participate in the proceedings.
(B)  Staff summary.  Staff shall present a statement of the applicable criteria, and a
summary and recommendation concerning the proposal.
(C)  Persons in favor.  (3 minutes per person).
(D)  Officially recognized neighborhood association within the affected area.  (3
minutes).
(E)  Persons opposed.  (3 minutes per person).
(F)  Other interested persons.  (3 minutes per person). 
(G)  Response.  The Council, upon majority vote, may allow any person testifying in
favor, to respond to any testimony by a person opposed to the proposed change.  (3
minutes per person).
(H)  Close of hearing. No further information shall be received after the close of the
hearing, except for responses to specific questions directed to staff.
(I)  Deliberations and Decision.  Deliberations shall immediately follow the hearing.
The Council may delay deliberations to a subsequent time certain. 

(2) Reopening hearing. Prior to second reading of an ordinance relating to a legislative
land use matter, and upon majority vote of the Council, a hearing may be reopened  to
receive additional testimony, evidence or argument. The same notice requirements shall be
met for the reopened hearing as were required for the original hearing.

COMMUNICATING WITH CITY COUNCIL
City Councilor phone numbers can be found in section E1, page 3, and e-mail addresses can be found
at www.cityofsalem.net/~citygov/mayor_council/council.html.  Official written communications
from neighborhood associations to the City Council as a whole can be submitted to the City
Manager’s Office to be distributed to City Councilors.  City Council Rule 6 addresses these types of
communications:
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(a) Anonymous and unsigned communications shall not be introduced in Council meetings. 
(b) Unsolicited communications to the Mayor and Council concerning matters not on the
agenda shall be forwarded to the Council in the agenda packet, but shall not be itemized as an
agenda item. Any unsolicited communication which raises a matter of general interest to the
City may be bought up at the meeting under new business and placed on a subsequent agenda
for further action. 
(c) The City Manager may, in the City Manager’s discretion, bring any matter raised by an
unsolicited communication to the attention of the Council as an agenda item, provided that such
communication is accompanied by a staff report setting forth the reason the matter should be
considered by the Council, and making a recommendation for Council action.

SPECIAL ACCOMMODATIONS
Those individuals needing special accommodations such as sign or other language interpreters
to participate in the Council meeting must request such services at least 24 hours prior to the
meeting.  Please direct your request to the City Recorder at 503-588-6097 (voice) or 503-588-
6009 (TDD). 

For more information on how to testify at public hearings, see I3 and I4.
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The Urban Renewal Agency is the governing body for the urban renewal areas.  Prior to 1975, the
Urban Renewal Agency held meetings separate from the City Council, just as the Housing Authority
currently does.  Over time, the distinction between the City of Salem and the Urban Renewal Agency
of the City of Salem became blurred.  The joint City Council/Urban Renewal Agency meeting
structure created a number of potential problems relating to meetings, minutes, agreements, etc., and
could have resulted in confusion regarding which legal entity was making decisions.

As of June 2003, separate meetings for the Urban Renewal Agency will be held after the noon City
Council meeting on the first Monday of the month, and at 6:30 p.m. on the third Monday of the
month in City Council Chambers.  Special meetings may be scheduled at other times.  

Public Comment Procedures
To testify about an item on the Urban Renewal Agency agenda, you must sign up on the Urban
Renewal Agency public comment list or the individual  public hearing sign-up sheet before the Urban
Renewal Agency meeting begins.  On the first Monday of the month, there will be a separate public
comment sign-up sheet for the City Council meeting, so it is important to check to see that you are
signing in on the correct list.  The sign-up sheets are located on the counter on the east side of City
Council Chambers.

There is one 30-minute period available toward the beginning of the Urban Renewal Agency meeting
for members of the public to comment on agenda items (other than public hearings) and on matters
of general interest to the Urban Renewal Agency.  At the Public Comment time, those signed up to
speak will be called to the podium.  Each person shall state his or her name and address.  Comments
will be limited to three minutes.  If the number of citizens signed up for public comment indicates
that the time allotted for comments is insufficient, additional time may be provided upon majority
vote by the Board.

Public hearings will be declared open by the Presiding Officer. Those on the sign-up sheet for the
public hearing will be called to testify.  Each person shall state his or her name and address and limit
comments to three minutes.  All remarks shall be addressed to the Board as a body and not to any
individual member.  No person other than the Board and the person having the floor will be permitted
to enter into any discussion, either directly or through a member of the Board, without the permission
of the Presiding Officer.  No question may be asked of a Board member except through the Presiding
Officer.  Upon being recognized by the Presiding Officer, any member of the Board may question
any person who testifies.  The Presiding Officer may exclude or limit cumulative, repetitious, or
immaterial matter.  The Presiding Officer may order the testimony; for example, by alternating those
speaking in favor and those in opposition, or having all those speaking in favor testify, followed by
all those in opposition.  The Presiding Officer, with the approval of the Board, may further limit the
time and/or number of speakers at any public hearing, provided that the Presiding Officer states any
such restrictions prior to the commencement of the testimony.  To expedite the hearing in the event
that  large numbers of interested persons appear to testify, the Presiding Officer may, in lieu of
testimony, call for a count of those in favor of or opposition to the pending proposal.

Any person making personal, impertinent, or slanderous remarks, or who becomes boisterous while
addressing the Board, shall be removed from the meeting upon direction of the Presiding Officer, and
shall be barred from further participation in the hearing unless permission is granted by a majority
vote of the Board.
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Rules of Procedure
To the greatest extent possible, the rules of the Urban Renewal Agency seek to provide for meeting
procedure which is similar to City Council meetings in order to facilitate the Agency doing its
business efficiently.  Therefore, Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised 10th edition, is adopted as
a guideline for the general operating rules for meetings. 

Public Record
The draft agenda for the upcoming Urban Renewal Agency (URA) meeting is available on Tuesday,
the week before the meeting, on the City’s Web page at www.cityofsalem.net.  At the home page,
choose "City Government" from the menu on the left, then choose "Upcoming Council Agenda" from
the drop-down menu.  Currently, the draft URA agenda follows the draft City Council agenda in the
agenda packet.  The URA agenda is printed and available through the City Recorder’s Office, City Hall
Room 205, on the Friday before the meeting. The finalized URA agenda is also available on Friday on
the Web at  www.cityofsalem.net.  A separate site for the URA agenda is being developed.

The minutes of the Urban Renewal Agency meetings are also available through the City Recorder’s
Office, City Hall Room 205, 503-588-6097.

The meetings of the Urban Renewal Agency are cablecast live by CCTV on Channel 21.  The
meeting on the first Monday of the month is replayed Monday at 6:30 p.m., Tuesday at 9:00 a.m.,
Friday at 9:00 a.m. and Sunday at 7:00 p.m. after the replay of the City Council meeting. The meeting
on the third Monday of the month replays Tuesday at 9:00 a.m., Friday at 9:00 a.m., and Sunday at
7:00 p.m.

BOARD OF ETHICS Five members receive and initiate complaints concerning
violations of the Code of Ethics; investigate complaints and
transmit findings to appropriate authorities or officers; render
advisory opinions; and prepare revisions to the Code.

Nine members make recommendations to the Public Works
Director and City Council in the area of traffic movement and
safety.

CITIZEN BUDGET
COMMITTEE

The entire City Council and nine citizen members appointed by
the Council examine, analyze and recommend a budget to the
Council and Urban Renewal Board.  This Committee is active
for about seven weeks in April and May of each year, with an
occasional meeting throughout the year.  They also meet in the
fall for about two weeks to review the Five-Year Forecast.

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The following is a list of common nuisance problems in neighborhoods, and community resources to deal with
them, compiled by the Department of Community Services.  There are two important things to remember
before you consult this list and/or attempt to resolve a nuisance.  The first is to place your complaint with
very specific, accurate information.  Exact descriptions of location and the nature of the problem are the
most helpful and will speed up the resolution.  Second, correcting the problem will take time.  Most of these
problems are corrected after the owner is contacted by the City or other agency, but due process and
adequate time must be allowed.

Garbage or junk in yards Outside storage of garbage, tires, discarded appliances, and old furniture is
forbidden.  Garbage cannot be stored in utility trailers.  Neatly stacked
woodpiles are permitted.  Overflowing dumpsters and garbage cans are
prohibited.

Vacant, abandoned, or
derelict buildings

Buildings that are vacant and open to entry are prohibited. Buildings which
appear to be in a dangerous condition should be referred to the Building and
Safety Division at 503-588-6242.

Boats/trailers parked on the
street

Parking any kind of non-motorized vehicle on the street is prohibited (e.g.
utility trailers, horse trailers, boat trailers, etc.).

Vehicles parked on city
streets in excess of five days

It is unlawful to park a vehicle in the same location in excess of five
consecutive days.  Vehicles must be moved (driven) at least once every five
days.  Pushing a vehicle up and down the street does not satisfy the
requirements of the ordinance.

Rats Enforcement is possible if associated with garbage or abandoned buildings.

Vehicles stored on private
property

All vehicles (excluding trailers not required to be licensed and truck
canopies) on private property must either be inside a garage or must be
licensed, and must have all major parts attached to them (no missing
fenders, hood, etc.).

Noxious Vegetation Grass, weeds, and some berry vines must be trimmed to a height of 10
inches or less throughout the year.

Tarps as roofs or walls Tarps may be used as temporary cover for roofs and/or walls for a maximum
of six months, then the roof or wall must be repaired.

Noise The guidelines for this problem vary, depending on the type of noise.  If it
is an industrial or commercial noise, call Community Enforcement.  (If it is
associated with noisy cars or wild parties, call the Police Department at 503-
588-6123.)

Too many garage sales Three sales are permitted per year, with a maximum of three days per sale.

Vehicle repair In residential, some commercial, and some industrial areas, vehicles may not
be repaired as a business.  Only vehicles for personal use can be repaired.
(Maximum of 10 days when done outside a garage.)
