RE: FY 2007-08 Downtown Parking District Information  
 
DOWNTOWN BUSINESS OPERATOR:  
 
Enclosed is your FY 2007-08 Downtown Parking District information packet.  
 
The Downtown Advisory Board (DAB) is charged with the administration of the Downtown Parking 
District and advises City Council on all relevant issues. Each Board member offers a unique 
contribution to the administration and success of the program.  In providing free, convenient parking 
for customers, this program has contributed directly to the vitality of the downtown business 
community.  
 
During 2006-2007, the Board actively advised the City’s assessment of parking utilization and 
occupancy and implementation of formal management of parking services with appropriate 
reorganization. Crucial renovation of parking structures is underway and formation of a downtown 
improvement district is under consideration to expand participation and economic support for 
continued downtown success.  
 
During summer and fall 2006, the Downtown Parking Study included surveys of on-street and off-
street parking occupancy. Strategies were implemented to increase use of parking structures for 
long-term parking and support turnover to improve visitor access to businesses. Two-hour on-street 
time limits were expanded from a pilot zone to the entire District. A six-month assessment of 
occupancy and a survey of business and customer perspectives will be completed in 07-08. 
Occupancy data will be collected at least once per year to support continued management of 
Salem’s parking assets.   
 
In 2007, parking permit at Marion Parking Structure will be reduced; the reduction is intended to 
increase overall permit sales by providing a lower-priced permit option at downtown’s most 
underutilized structure.  Occupancy and permit sales will be monitored to determine the effects of 
the changes. Other adjustments may also be considered during 2007-08. Parking permit prices as 
of July 1, 2007, are the same as in 2006-07; price reductions will be addressed after July 1.
